1.  The event will take place at the Windham-Tolland 4-H Camp in Pomfret, CT 

· Friday, February 18, 2022, 6:30pm 
      Seniors and juniors wishing to move onto state competition must present at their home county site. 

2. Power Point presentations are considered a visual presentation and are acceptable. Please read the information under PUBLIC SPEAKING DIVISIONS for specific registration info if you are doing a Power Point presentation.

4.  All presenters 9 years and older who achieve a blue ribbon at the county level will be invited to participate at the state qualifier level in March. Team presentations are not eligible for state competition. (These are STATE guidelines).  

STATE 4-H PUBLIC PRESENTATION CONTEST
A new state level competition was established in 2021 and will be continued moving forward.  Any presenter 9 years or older who achieves a blue ribbon at the county contest is invited to participate in a virtual state qualifier round to take place March 8 & 9, 2022 via Zoom.  The top 4 scorers at this level will advance to the live state finals contest to take place on Saturday, March 26, 2022 at the UConn campus in Storrs, CT.  Participants who make it to the state finals round will also be invited to participate in Northeast 4-H Presentation Fest in the fall of 2022 involving youth presenters from 10 states.
COUNTY PROGRAM INFORMATION
Your presentation should be 3-8 minutes. The length of the presentation depends upon the age and experience of the 4-Her. Plan for the audience to see your visuals from a distance of at least 10 feet. 
PUBLIC SPEAKING AGE DIVISIONS

Senior- any youth 13 – 18 years old as of January 1, 2022
Junior- any youth 9 – 12 years old as of January 1, 2022
Novice- any youth 7 – 8 years old as of January 1, 2022
PUBLIC SPEAKING DIVISIONS

Speeches- 
· Note cards only – involves telling about something of interest to you without the use of visual aids. 
Visual Presentations
· Demonstration – involves doing something (making, creating, finishing, etc) while telling about what you are doing.  
· Illustrated Talk – involves telling about something while using an illustration such as a diagram, chart, model, or picture

· Electronic Media - A demonstration or illustrated talk that uses computer technology such as Power Point or Prezi.   
· For Power Point presentations a screen, laptop, and LCD projector are provided.  All presentations must be emailed to Marc (marc.cournoyer@uconn.edu), by the close of business on Wednesday, February 16, 2020, so that presentations can be loaded onto the laptop.   Electronic presentations must be PC compatible. Remember to have an alternate plan for your presentation in case the technology fails.       
Team Demonstrations are available for any age group. A team is TWO people.  Both participants must have an equal role in the presentation. (Team presentations do NOT count toward state competition.)

Everyone must pre-register for this event.  You cannot register the day of the event. Participants will be expected to be present for the entire event.

All presenters who receive a blue Danish ribbon will be invited to participate at the level II state qualifier round to potentially move onto the state finals competition.
